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NIH/CITI/IRB Certification Requirement
CDHA believes in promoting and supporting clinical research to advance the science and art of dental hygiene.  Along with this belief we also want to ensure the safety of any and all research subjects involved within this research as well as promoting an ethical standard to be met by all those involved in the research process. 
To meet these goals CDHA is requiring all students participating in Original Research Table Clinic Competition which involves either human or animal subjects, including descriptive studies to include: 

Scientific Session (2010): Minimum of National Institute of Health (NIH) or Collaborative Institutional Training Initiative (CITI) training and certification. Those institutions which utilize an Institutional Review Board (IRB) requirement for clinical research must include a copy of IRB approval.*
Scientific Session (2011): All research involving human or animal subjects, including descriptive studies will be required to have Institutional Review Board (IRB) approval.  Note: IRB approval is not required for laboratory studies.

Both NIH and CITI training are available on-line at no cost to the participants.  At the completion of the training a certificate is issued which must accompany the Table Clinic application.
